Call for Submissions

Paul Ricoeur and the Task of Political Philosophy

We would like to invite submissions for a book to be published by Lexington Books addressing the significance of Paul Ricoeur’s political philosophy.  There are four aims of this book.  First, we wish to make more explicit the political work of Paul Ricoeur.  Second, we aim to situate his work with contemporary and historical discussions about political philosophy.  Third, our goal is to create a volume that bridges the generational gap among Ricoeur scholars.  Finally, our intention is to have a volume that reflects the interdisciplinary character of Ricoeur’s work itself.

We seek contributions in the following areas (but not limited to these):

The connections between Ricoeur and historical figures (e.g., Aristotle, Kant, Hegel, Weber, et. al).

The dialogue between Ricoeur and classical/contemporary Anglo-American and European political philosophy (e.g., Habermas, Gadamer, Rawls, Dworkin, et al.)

The possible implications of Ricoeur’s political philosophy for contemporary issues (e.g., Human Rights, violence, conflict and peace, war, issues in biomedical ethics, the political dimensions of environmental issues, the status of capitalism in politics, race, gender and class issues.

Other connections might include:

Philosophy of language and rhetoric

Psychoanalytic theory

Legal theory

Social Science

Submissions can include any aspect of Ricoeur’s work but should be clear in identifying the relationship to political philosophy.

Submission Deadline:  June 1, 2011

Papers should be no more than 8,000 words (exclusive of notes and bibliography.

ii. Submissions should be sent as a Word or RTF document

iii. No particular format is required for the initial submission.

vii. Institutional affiliation

For purposes of blind review, please omit any self-identifying information within the body of the paper.
