We would like to invite submissions for chapters for a book proposal addressing the socio-political significance of Paul Ricoeur’s thinking from an interdisciplinary perspective (e.g., theology, hermeneutics, Biblical hermeneutics, psychology, philosophy of religion, philosophy of law/jurisprudence, political theory, etc.).  While the aim of this book is to show the relevance of Ricoeur’s thinking to readily identifiable and problematic socio-political questions, its scope is to draw on all facets of his work.  Therefore, submissions can include any aspect of Ricoeur’s work but should be clear in identifying the contemporary socio-political question or problem to which Ricoeur’s thinking provides a response.

Because this prospective project will be an edited book united by a common theme as opposed to being a publication of conference proceedings, submissions should be written in essay format.  (Any material used from conference papers should be carefully revised to suit this format.)

    * Length:  Abstract: 200-300 words; Manuscript: no more than 8,000 words in length (not including notes or bibliography).

    * Format:  No particular format is required at this point for referencing.  However, use of referencing and style of language (e.g., UK English) should be consistent throughout.  Please ensure all pages are numbered.

    * Submission Instructions:  Abstract and manuscript submissions should be sent as a Word or RTF document with title only.  A second document should include title, author name, institutional affiliation and contact information.

    * For the purposes of blind review:  All references to the author should be removed.  This includes the properties section of the document.  [In Microsoft Word, under “File”, select “Properties”.  Under the “Summary” tab, please delete personal information.]
