Action by Unanimous Consent in Writing of the Board of Directors

The undersigned, being all the Directors of The Society for Ricoeur Studies, a Pennsylvania nonprofit corporation (the “Society”), hereby adopt the following resolutions by unanimous consent in writing as permitted by the Nonprofit Corporation Law of 1988, with the same force and effect as though such resolutions had been adopted at a duly convened meeting of the Board of Directors of the Society on the date hereof and do hereby waive all notice requirements in connection with said meeting:

Approval of Articles of Incorporation

RESOLVED, that the Articles of Incorporation as filed with the Department of State of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania on January 22, 2008 are hereby approved, and the Secretary/Treasurer hereby is directed to file the conformed copy of the Articles of Incorporation in the minute book.

Advertisement of  the Corporation

RESOLVED, that counsel for the corporation is hereby authorized and directed to advertise the filing of the Articles of Incorporation, as required by the Nonprofit Corporation Law of 1988, and that after the completion of such advertising the Secretary/Treasurer is hereby directed to file the proofs of publication in the minute book.

Approval of Bylaws

RESOLVED, that the form of Bylaws attached hereto is hereby approved.

Adoption of Fiscal Year

RESOLVED, that the corporation's fiscal year will be determined by the Society’s Board of Directors.

Election of Officers

RESOLVED, that the following persons are hereby elected to the offices of the Society set opposite their respective names, each to serve in accordance with the Bylaws of the corporation and, at the discretion of the Board of Directors, until his or her successor shall be elected or until his or her death, resignation or removal:

Adoption of Bank Resolutions

RESOLVED, that the President of the Society is hereby authorized and directed, in the name and on behalf of the corporation, to take any and all action that he may deem necessary or advisable in order to establish bank accounts from time to time for the efficient conduct of the Society’s business.  The Board of Directors hereby adopts the form of any and all resolutions required by any such banks if (i) in the opinion of the President, the adoption of the resolution(s) is necessary or advisable; and (ii) the Secretary/Treasurer of the corporation evidences adoption by filing with these consent minutes copies of such resolutions, which shall thereupon be deemed to be adopted by the Board of Directors and incorporated as a part of this resolution; and


FURTHER RESOLVED, that in connection with the adoption of any of the foregoing resolutions, the President of the Society is hereby authorized to designate those officers or agents of the corporation who may be authorized from time to time to sign checks on behalf of the corporation.

Board of Directors

RESOLVED, that the initial number of Directors for the corporation shall be not less than five voting members.

Authorization of Insurance Arrangements

RESOLVED, that the President and such other proper officers of the Society are authorized and directed to obtain and to maintain in effect such insurance as they may deem necessary or in the best interests of the corporation.

General Delegation of Authority to President

RESOLVED, that the President of the Society be and is hereby granted full power and authority to enter into such agreements and to perform such other acts as he may determine to be necessary or convenient, and in the best interests of the corporation, from time to time, to carry on the business of the corporation and otherwise to manage and conduct the business affairs of the corporation, with the power of delegation, all in its name and on its behalf and in compliance with all applicable laws and regulations of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.

Authority to Pay Organizational Expenses

RESOLVED, that the President of the Society be and is hereby authorized and directed, for and on behalf of the corporation, to pay all charges and expenses incident to or arising out of the organization of the corporation and to reimburse the persons who have made any disbursements therefor.

Authorization to Make Application for Tax Exempt Status

RESOLVED, that counsel for the Society is hereby authorized to make application for exemption from Federal income tax under Section 501(c)(3) of the United States Internal Revenue Code of 1986, and to file all necessary documents and forms in connection therewith.
